Leader & activity arrangements:

Leader – Class Teacher

Each class to be split into small groups (6 per group) with an adult to support.  The Class teacher will be free from a group in order to keep an overview of the whole class.

· Class teacher to lead the group.

· LSA to take up rear position in each class.

· Each adult will supervise their own small group – under the direction of the class teacher.
· Individual children who may find the behavior expectations more difficult, matched with an appropriate adult
Generic/mandatory risk assessment, used and acknowledged:

1. Council – risk assessments/guidance used

· Off-site activities and educational visits regulations and guidance.

2. Establishment – risk assessments/guidance used

· Leave a list of children and adults with the office, together with numbers for 3 contactable people.
