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RYA Volvo Dinghy Show – Safety Notes for Schools/Groups

The RYA Volvo Dinghy Show is more than just a show and there is lots going on so please brief your pupils on some basic safety precautions. If you encounter a problem, please contact the show organisers on – 0208 365 2121
We have listed below some useful tips to ensure that you have a safe visit to the show and have also attached an example Risk Assessment for you to use and adapt as necessary.

1. The lost persons meeting point

Please brief your pupils on the location of the lost persons meeting point, which is located in the Panorama Hall. It is also advisable to carry out a headcount on a regular basis.

2. There must be an appropriate ratio of teachers/adults to pupils, as per your LEA Guidelines. Teachers should have a list of all pupil/student names with them. 

3. Fire Assembly Point

Please brief all of your party on the location of the Fire Assembly Point, 
which is located in the main public car park/south slopes.
4. First Aid Point

Please brief all of your party on the location of the First Aid Point, which 
is located at The Carvery restaurant, which can be accessed from The Great Hall and The West Hall.

5. Risk Assessment & LEA Guidance


The School must undertake a suitable and sufficient Risk Assessment 
prior to visiting the show. You must also follow your own LEA Guidance 
and where our safety advice is in conflict with LEA Guidance please 
implement the higher safety control measure.

6. Registration

ALL Schools should register with the organisers prior to arriving at the show and there must be a designated group leader. Please complete and return the ‘School Parties Safety Form’ (attached).

7. Group Leader

The Group Leader must have an operational mobile phone and should ensure that the event organisers, the school and the pupils know that number.
