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What does “Offshore” mean

» By ISAF definition:

Offshore racing is any racing in boats capable of complying with
OSR Cat 4 and any race of greater than 800 miles is “Oceanic”

Probably too wide a definition for most peoples perception!

« Delegates ideas:
— Races of Cat 3 and above
— Competing boats must be self sufficient — no rescue fleet
— Qut of sight of land
— Involves night sailing
— All weather
— Out of range of direct race committee control
